Instructions
1. Insert your name and address into the letter. 

2. Do not change the content of the letter considerably, we want them to be crystal clear, several out of town people are working to support these sisters. My understanding is a record of a minimum of 25 letters to any local official requires some kind of response, so we want all our letters to count as one collective effort.
3. If you add any additional comments, SPELL CHECK your final draft. Do not include curse words or any additional items like “Amerikkka” etc. We want them to respect and fear us, not give them a reason to write us off as unsophisticated or naïve about established political process. Try to keep the letter to ONE page if possible.
4. If you snail mail it, you have to SIGN it.  If you email, you are good as is. Please use your LEGAL name! Not your street name, not your religious name, not your alias.

5. You have to include a working phone number or email address or you might as well not send the letter at all. 

6. You want them to write you back or call you. If they don’t do so in two weeks time, you need send the same letter again! Or call or fax, your choice.

7. In case you don’t know,  cc: means you are sending a copy of the letter to other people. One reason you do this is so the person you are addressing knows other people are now involved in your effort. You are also holding the people in the cc: responsible for your request. So they all work on your behalf or get blamed together for failing to meet your needs!

8. You have to actually SEND the letter to everyone in the cc: BUT, you do not change the letter at all. Leave it just as it is, so they know they are getting a carbon copy ( cc: ) and who it was originally addressed to.

Dear Executive Director Gregg Fortner,
Subject: Harassment of Huntersview Mothers Environmental Health and Justice Committee
Hello, my name is [insert name here]. I am writing your offices and that of the District Ten Board of Supervisor Sophie Maxwell and Director Anthony Ihejeto of Public Housing Operations to convey my deep concern for the environmental and social conditions that must be endured by the residents of Bayview Hunters Point and the manner in which the members of the Huntersview Mothers Environment Health and Justice Committee have been treated because they choose to advocate on behalf this community. 
I saddened to discover that local San Francisco officials have turned their back on the health of Bay View Hunters Point residents by continuing to do business with companies that produce and [illegally] expose U.S. Citizens to toxic waste. I encourage you to look for other ways to stimulate economic growth within this district before your actions cause irreparable damage to citizens of Bay View Hunters Point – the kind of damage that leads to nationwide attention, class-action suits and aggressive (and antagonistic) voter turnout. 
Furthermore, I strongly object to city officials that use their positions as civil servants to harass community organizers like Tessie Ester, under the pretext of community development and economic prosperity. Law protects the rights of all citizens, even public housing residents, to dissent with the decisions of civil servants, to offer counter solutions [and if they deem necessary] to use legal strategies to stall processes that might hurt them, their loved ones and their communities. Tessie Ester is within her boundaries. In fact, she is fulfilling her duty.
We will stand beside these ladies as they protect their community. We will stand beside Tessie as she fights eviction. We will use our collective intelligence and resources to make sure you are held accountable or replaced with more responsive public officials that understand that “servant” is the operative word in civil servant.
